Becoming a member

Of Frome Cheese and Grain Ltd

The charity that runs the Cheese and Grain building has become a limited company, Frome Cheese and Grain Ltd. This Company is looking for members from the local community, who support the Cheese and Grain and would like the opportunity to contribute their views to influence how it is run and the part it plays in the community.

What is a member?

The Company is made up of members who appoint the governing body of the charity (the management committee) and have the right to vote at general meetings of the company. There is no limit on the number of members. Having a wide membership will ensure that the company is accountable to the local community.

Who can become a member?

Any individual age 18 or over who lives in Frome or its surrounding villages (see list on attached sheet). You must support the objects of Frome Cheese and Grain Ltd, a copy of which is attached.

Non profit or voluntary organisations such as local clubs and charities that use the Cheese and Grain and wish to support its objects can also appoint a member, as can local statutory authorities.

How much does membership cost and will members be liable for the company’s debts?

There is no charge to be a member.

Frome Cheese and Grain Ltd is a company limited by guarantee. This means that each member is only liable up to the sum of £1 if the company ceases to trade.

How do I apply?

An application form is attached and should be returned to Karel Edwards at the Cheese and Grain .

How much time is involved?

There will usually be only one general meeting of the company every year, the ‘Annual General Meeting’ or ‘AGM’. This is a meeting where the management committee is elected and the accounts are presented.

Your membership cease if you do not attend (or give your apologies) two successive AGM’s.

Can members get more involved?

As a member you are showing your support for the Cheese and Grain.

If you want to get more involved there are several ways of doing so. We are looking at ways of involving volunteers in the Cheese and Grain whether or not they are members. We may consult members about this and other matters from time to time.

You could consider becoming a member of the Management Committee.

What is the Management Committee?

The management committee of 12 includes nine members elected by the membership at the AGM. It is responsible for management of the company, most of which is delegated to staff on a day to day basis, and meets 8 times a year in the evenings. We are looking for new members.
